TOURNAMENT RULES

St. Louis USBC Mixed Team Tournament 

1.  The Tournament committee of the St. Louis USBC shall decide on any questions not covered by these rules.

2.  Tournament is open to all certified adult USBC members.  Teams consists of two men and two women.  
3.  All averages must be established in a certified league and will be used in the following order:  Rule 319a.


a. Highest book average of the 2010-11 season (21 games or more).


b. If no past winter average, a verifiable 2011 summer average of 21 games or more
c. If neither of the above, the entrant’s highest current league average of 21 games or more as of October 3, 2011 (closing date).

d. If none of the above, all entrants will bowl scratch.

e. When a bowler competes in leagues in more than one association, they shall use their highest certified average to enter.

NOTE:  Rule Nos. 319a-2 (ten pin), 319b (assigned average), 319c (average adjustment, 319d (reporting prize winnings) and 391e (average adjustments) will not apply.

5.  MULTIPLE PARTICIPATION will be permitted.  However, subsequent team entries may have no more than two (2) bowlers from the same team.  
6.  THE LINE UP WILL BE THE SAME AS SHOWN ON THE ENTRY FORM.  Subs may be used.  NO re-arranging of bowlers will be permitted.

7.  A substitute shall not be required to reimburse the original entrant with the entry fee nor shall the sub be expected to give the original entrant any prize money or trophy they may win.
8.  TEAMS WISHING TO BOWL TOGETHER MUST SEND BOTH ENTRIES IN THE SAME ENVELOPE.  The schedule will not be changed.  Lanes will be assigned by the tournament director.  

9.  Any player or team arriving after the game has started will be allowed to bowl and the score(s) will count beginning in the frame then being bowled by the opposing team.  NO SCORE WILL BE GIVEN FOR FRAMES MISSED.
10.  Any protest affecting eligibility or general playing rules must be confirmed in writing to the tournament director before the tournament prize payments are made.  Errors in scoring must be reported to the tournament secretary within 24 hours.

11.  The association will declare co-champions if there is a tie for first place with first and second prize money divided equally.  

12.  USBC Rule 11 will be strictly enforced (no unreasonable delay).

13.  When a team is scheduled alone on a pair of lanes, they must bowl as though they were actually contested.  The players shall complete one frame on one lane before the lead-off player commences the next frame on the adjoining lane.

Entrants whose names appear hereon or their authorized replacements hereby agree that the St. Louis USBC Association, its officers and agents shall be liable only to the extent of returning entry fees if and when these entrants shall be prevented from bowling any event in the tournament through premature termination of the tournament, which may be brought about by war, national emergency or emergencies or causes relating hereto or resulting from, fires, strikes, lockouts, labor difficulties or other causes beyond the control of the St. Louis USBC Association.
