TOURNAMENT RULES

OPEN CHAMPIONSHIP

1. To be eligible to participate in this tournament, all adult bowlers must be bowling in a certified league in the St. Louis USBC Association and MUST present a valid St Louis USBC membership card at the time of check-in.
2. All forms must be filled out completely.  Team, Singles & Doubles and All Events MUST be filled out on the same entry form.

3. All entry fees are non-refundable.

4. Multiple entries will be permitted in the team event ONLY.  There are no restrictions on the number of times a player may participate in the Team Event.  However, subsequent team entries may have no more than two (2) bowlers from the same team.  A bowler’s first team event score will count towards their all events total.

5. A bowler MUST use the highest USBC certified average in any association.  Bowlers with only “Sport Bowling” average shall have their average adjusted per USBC Rule 203, “Average Adjustment Scale”.

6. USBC Rule 319 (10 pins over last year’s average or prize money won greater than $600 within the past 12 months, etc.) (all subsections) applies to this tournament.

7. Any person bowling under an assumed name or any person bowling under the name of an entrant who has been scheduled and is unable to bowl, shall immediately have the entry forfeited and all persons connected with falsifying the entry shall be disqualified in this and any future tournaments.

8. If a substitute is to be used for singles or doubles, the SUBSTITUTE MUST bowl in both events.  No separate entries will be accepted.

9. All bowlers are to check in 30 minutes prior to the start of their squad time.  If all bowlers of a squad are present and checked in, the squad can be started earlier than scheduled.

10. It is the responsibility of each bowler to verify the accuracy of their averages as shown on the score sheet.

11. ONLY team captains can request changes in their team’s schedule.  The tournament manager reserves the right to adjust or make changes to the scheduled times and lane assignments.

12. The tournament manager reserves the right to cancel any squads and to move those affected teams/bowlers to a different date/squad as needed.  Team captains will be notified of the changes and/or reassignment(s) as soon as possible.

13. The prize list and standings will be held subject to change until 48 hours after the last squad of the tournament.  All corrections to scores MUST be made within 24 hours after the score has been bowled.

14. Any entrant appearing at the scheduled time to bowl who appears to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs, or any entrant who willfully delays the normal progress of the game, or any entrant whose conduct on the lanes is considered objectionable, shall be removed immediately from the lanes and tournament, regardless of whether a qualified substitute is available or not.

15. All USBC Rules apply to this tournament.

16. The entrants in this tournament, whose names appear hereon, or their authorized replacements, hereby agree the St. Louis USBC Association, it’s officers and agents, shall be liable only to the extent of returning entry fees, if and when these entrants shall be prevented from bowling in any event in this tournament through delay, unexpected yet necessary schedule changes or premature termination of the tournament, which may be brought about by war, national emergency, or emergencies or causes relating thereto or resulting from fires, natural disasters, strikes, lockouts, other labor difficulties or other causes beyond the control of the St. Louis USBC Association.
