SENIOR TOURNAMENT RULES

1. Tournament is open to all USBC certified bowlers that are age 50 or older. All participants shall be required to show their USBC card at time of check-in. Those bowlers that cannot produce their USBC card or that do not have a current USBC membership, MUST purchase a membership for $16.00. When their current USBC card can be produced, the bowler shall be refunded the dues paid at the tournament.

2. The tournament shall have three (3) divisions. Division 1: 50-59 years old; Division 2: 60-69 years old; Division 3:  70+ years old.

3. All entrants are permitted to bowl only once in the tournament.

4. Handicap for the tournament shall be 100% from 220. Bowlers without an established and verifiable average shall bowl with a 220 average – no handicap.

5. The highest sanctioned average from the previous season will be used. If bowler does not have a prior season average, the highest current sanctioned average will be used – 21 games or more. The 10-pin rule is in effect for this tournament – if the bowler’s current average is 10 pins higher as of the closing date of this tournament, then the current average must be used by the participant.  Rule 319 (sections a-c) are in effect for this tournament.

6. It is each bowler’s responsibility to verify his/her entering average in this tournament.

7. Prize ratio:  At least 1 prize for each 6 entries in each division.  Prize fees will be returned 100%.  In the event of a tie for first place in any division, co-champions will be declared and prize money will be combined and divided equally.

8. No entry fees will be refunded after entry deadline has passed.  No-show spots  will be sold on a first come, first served basis at $5 above current entry fee per spot up to one half hour before squad.  There will be no SUBSTITUTES.  
9. The tournament director reserves the right to cancel any squads and to move them to a different date as needed. All bowlers on any cancelled/moved squad will be notified as soon as possible.

10. The St. Louis USBC Association is NOT liable for any expenses incurred by the participants in this tournament and if the tournament is cancelled, due to an act of war or an act of God or any other reason not specified, the SLUSBC is only responsible for the refund of the entry fee minus the processing expenses.

Brackets and sidepots will be available.
